   Pastors sometimes get the idea that all people need is 

the gift of the pastor so they donôt have other ministry 

gifts in their church.  

   Teachers sometimes think all the rest of the ministry 

gifts are wild, goofed up and probably demon possessed 

because everything they preach doesnôt start with number 

one and end with number seven or so. 

   The truth is we all see things a little differently and we 

need each other to accomplish the plan of God. We must 

accept this fact, pray for one another and work together.

   And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, 

evangelists; and some, pastors and teachers; 12 For the per-

fecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edify-
ing of the body of Christ: 13 Till we all come in the unity of the 

faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 

man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 
14 That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, 

and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of 

men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to de-

ceive; (Ephesians 4:11-14) 

   Dr. Kenneth E. Hagin taught us to pray for the gifts of 

the Holy Spirit to be in operation in the church. I was 

praying along these lines a couple of years back and the 

Lord spoke to me. He said, ñIf you are going to have the 

gifts of the Spirit in operation as you are requesting, you 

must add something else to your prayer.ò I asked, ñLord 

what do I need to add to my prayer?ò 

He said, ñYou must pray for the five 

ministry gifts in Ephesians 4:11, to take 

their place and be in full manifestation, 

in the church world. The apostle, 

prophet, evangelist, pastor and teacher 

are equipped with certain gifts of the Spirit to qualify 

them to stand in those offices. You will not have the full-

ness of the gifts of the Spirit until they take their place.ò              

   No Christian, church or ministry will develop fully 

without the influence of all five ministry gifts. If they 

can, the Bible isnôt true. 

Playing The Title Game 

   It seems many are taking titles and trying to be some-

thing they are not. It is because of this that the church 

world has failed to call ministry gifts what they really are. 

I have been guilty of that myself, in times past.  

   We can call someone a pastor, teacher or maybe an 

evangelist but we donôt dare recognize an apostle or 

prophet or call them that. We think fire might fall on us 

and kill us or something because we would actually be 

believing the Bible. Somehow that just doesnôt make 

spiritual sense?  

   The devil doesnôt want the five ministry offices ac-

cepted and recognized because we might grow up and 

blast him out of the church. The devil has played havoc in 

the church because of this. Calling yourself a title does 

not make you that. The title identifies the office so people 

can receive from that ministry gift.

The Prophet 

   A prophet is one who sees and knows things supernatu-

rally by the Spirit of God. They are first and foremost a 

preacher and teacher of the Word of 

God. They speak from the impulse of a 

sudden inspiration, from the light of a 

sudden revelation at the moment.  

   To stand in the office of a prophet, one 

must have a more consistent manifesta-

tion of at least two of the revelation gifts 

(word of wisdom, word of knowledge, 

or discerning of spirits) plus prophecy. A prophet is one 

who has visions and revelations.  

Prophetic Error 

   A prophet is not one who goes around giving every-

body a so called word from God. The person that does 

this is wrong and will get you into trouble if you listen to 

them. You should never seek guidance from a prophet, 

you are to be led by the Holy Spirit. A prophet may con-

firm what you have in your spirit but you 

are still to be led by the Spirit of God.  
 

Prophets Tell What The Lord Is Saying 
      
I know a prophet who was preaching to a 

group of ministers. While he was preach-

ing, suddenly, the Lord told him to tell a 

minister not to do what he was planning 

to do because he was going to miss God. 

The prophet didnôt want to do it publicly 

because he knew it would embarrass this 

minister. The Lord told him he had to do 

it to keep the minister from dying prematurely.  The min-

ister was so caught up in the affairs of life that he could 

not hear the Spirit of God speaking to him.  

   The prophet stopped preaching and called the ministers 

name and told him what the Lord said. The ministers face 

got red and he was very embarrassed. The minister ac-

cepted what the Lord said and did not go in the wrong 

direction at that time.  

   This minister headed in the right direction for a period 

of time and then made a decision to go in another direc-

tion. He called the prophet to tell him what he was going 

to do. When the prophets phone rang the prophet heard 

these words from the Lord before he answered the phone. 

ñInfluenced by money, position and authority.ò  

   The minister told the prophet what he was going to do 

and the prophet knew he was going the wrong way and 

why. The Lord told the prophet not to warn him again 

and that his life would end prematurely if he did not re-

pent and change. The minister never got into Godôs will. 

   The prophets ministry is used to give direction from the 

Word of God about the issue at hand. This is much 

needed because of all the satanic junk that is floating 

around in the church world today.

The Apostle 

   The apostleôs office seems to embrace almost every 

type of ministry. The Greek word 

ñapostolosò translated apostle means one 

sent forth, a sent one. This person is 

anointed and sent forth from the Lord to 

accomplish a specific mission. There are 

different levels and degrees  of anointing 

in this office, just like the other four min-

istry offices. They are not called to tell 

everybody else what to do. They are first 

and foremost a preacher and a teacher of 

the Word of God. Signs, wonders and 

mighty deeds will operate through the 

apostle and the other ministry gifts.  

   The apostle is anointed to build and es-

tablish churches and ministries as well as 

help equip Christians spiritually to ac-

complish the will of God for their life's. I 

know some who are called pastors that 

actually stand in the office of apostle, in a measure. I 

know those who are called missionaries who stand in the 

office of apostle, in a measure.  

Doing Away With Error 

   When a person is anointed to be an apostle, it does not 

mean that they are an apostle over the entire church world 

or over a church or ministry they did not establish. Their 

degree of influence or anointing only extends over what 

the Lord has called them to do, specifically. 

   There was a pastor years ago who got a revelation on 

prayer. When he would teach or preach on prayer people 

would be stirred up to pray. I believe he stood in the of-

fice of apostle, in a measure.  

   The problem occurred when he thought he was an apos-

tle (sent one) to the entire church world and left his 

church to travel and teach on prayer. He fell flat on his 

face and went from international prominence into obscu-

rity. You donôt hear of him anymore. I believe if he had 

stayed with his church and continued to teach on prayer 

you would still hear of him today. He got out beyond 

what the Lord had called and anointed him to do. We 

must make sure we stay within our calling. The grass al-

ways seems greener on the other side, but isnôt.
